Stained glass window picture

Age: 6-11 Group size: 6

Duration: 40 mins (2 sessions)

Preparation time: 40 mins

Resources
Pva glue
Plain flour
Black paint
Brusho dyes/ drawing
iInks
Fine paintbrushes
Cartridge paper
Squeezy bottles / piping
bag
pencils

Preparation

In this activity,
pva is mixed with flour
and paint to the
consistency of thick icing
and then piped onto an
outline.

Mix flour, pva and paint to a stiff paste. No quantities are
given because this will depend on the size of design and
number of children. Put the prepared pva mixture into
small squeezy bottles or piping bags with a thin nozzle.
Draw pictures using pencil or allow the children to do this

themselves.
Activity

Pipe the mixture onto the design on the cartridge paper.
Leave the picture to dry flat. It may be necessary to apply
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weights to stop the picture bending as it dries. The
pictures should be left overnight.

Session 2

Mix small amount of brusho dye with water or use
drawing inks. Paint the picture.

The inks will enable the light to shine through the paper if
the picture is stuck onto a window, alternatively they can
be mounted and made into Christmas cards.
