3d Daffodil Picture
Age: 5-8 Group size: 6-12
Duration: 35 mins

Preparation time: 40 mins

Resources
Cartridge paper A4
Blue & green paint
Paintbrushes
Yellow & green felt
Green pipe cleaner

(optional) Preparation
Pva glue For each picture the
Sponge children will need: 1 piece
Scissors of A4 cartridge paper, a
Templates of petals green pipe cleaner 2 thin
Daffodils strips of green felt and 2

strips of yellow felt

measuring 23cms x 5cms.
The group will need a tray of blue paint and a tray of green
paint, plus scissors, felt pens and templates.

Activity
Use the sponge to make the sky background on
D the cartridge paper. Paint the fingers of one hand
green and make handprints at the base of the
paper for grass.
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Wash the paint off the hands. Cut the long strip of green
felt into 3 shorter strips, paste and arrange on the paper to
make the leaves. The stalk can be made from another
strip of felt or from a pipe cleaner. Stick the stalk in the
middle of the leaves.
Use a felt pen (orange is a good colour) to draw around
the petal templates onto one of the strips of yellow felt.
Cut out 5 petals. Glue the petals onto the top of the

stalk, overlapping each one slightly to make a round
shape.

Take the other yellow strip and fold it in half then half

again. Use the scissors to snip the top edge for the
end of the daffodil trumpet. Unfold the trumpet, then

roll it up loosely. Put a big blob of glue onto the
centre of the petals and squash the trumpet onto them.
