
Chick in a meadow 
Age: 4-8   Group size: 6 - 12  
 Duration: 25 mins  
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Note: Other cards 
on this webpage 

use the same 
chick so one 

template will do 
several types of 

card. 

Preparation 
The chick is a very basic 
shape as are the 
wings and beak, make 
templates for each of 
them. Attach a tab to 
the wing shape so that it 
can stick onto the chick.��
Each child will need one of 
each piece of card, several 
squares of coloured paper to 
make the flowers, pencil and 
scissors. Each group will 

need glue. 
Activity 
Place the card with the narrow part nearest the body and fold in 
half from top to bottom. 
 Draw the outline for the grass stalks on the green paper, making 
sure that the stalks of grass are less than half the width of the 
paper (younger children may need a template). Glue the sides 
and bottom of the grass. Line up the base and sides of the grass 
with the bottom of the card and stick on.  Draw flower shapes on

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the coloured paper, cut out and stick on adding a coloured centre 
with a pen. 
Take the large piece of yellow paper and the chick template, draw 
around and cut out.  
Draw around the wing on the smaller piece of yellow paper and 
cut out, fold the tab at the top of the wing, apply glue and stick 
onto the chick.  
Draw an eye, cut out a red beak and stick it onto the chick. 
Sit the chick in amongst the stalks of grass. 
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
