
Chick – paper plate weaving 
Age: 6-9   Group size: 6-8  
 Duration: 40 mins 
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Preparation 
Each child will need a 
paper plate with the warp wool 
attached. Draw straight 
lines on the plate. 
Where the lines meet 

the edge of the plate cut small notches. Draw a large, 
simple chick shape onto the plate.Tape the end of the wool to 
the back of the plate and wind it up and down through the 
notches. Cut off and secure the end. The plate is ready to be 
woven. 
Activity 

�
The plate is woven leaving the chick shape blank. Tape 
the end of a strip to the back of the plate and weave 
under one strand and over the next, when the end of 

the row is reached continue the pattern working back in the other 
direction. In the picture shown, the chick is in a nest so browns 
and pale colours were used at the start. When a strip is running 
out leave it hanging over the end of the plate to be tidied up at the 
end.  
Keep the layers of weave fairly loose because the chick will need 
to be woven in later. 
 

Preparation time: 15-30 mins 
Resources 

·  �Paper plates, one per child 
·  Strips of paper, ribbon, felt, 

wool, feathers, fabric 
·  Yellow wool 
·  Orange, yellow and black felt 
·  scissors 
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When the plate is woven, take strips of yellow wool 
about 30cms in length. Push the end of the wool 
under the existing weaving and weave as before. 
Link the yellow wool in to the weaving by pushing 
in between the other strips. Again take the wool 

into the next row but when it runs out just push it underneath 
the other strips. Weave the chick so that the rows are tightly 
pushed together. As the chick fills up, tighten up the rows of  the 
outline strips. If any gaps appear at the end, fill them in with more 
materials. When the weaving is finished, cut out an orange felt 
beak, a small circle of black for the eyes and a c shape strip of 
yellow felt for the wing. Push 2 yellow feathers in to the weave to 
make the tail.
