Speckled Paper Eqags in a nest

Age: 3-6 Group size: 5-15

Duration: 25 mins

Preparation time: 30 mins

Resources

Preparation

Each child will need A4
sheets of blue and brown
paper, A5 piece of green,
A5 piece of cartridge
paper. Each group needs
scissors, a squeezy bottle
of glue, spaghetti, marker
pens, egg templates,

paint and brushes. Organise the children into groups for
different stages. One group can be drawing around their
hands to make the branch while the other group are
making their eggs. As children finish they can swap over
and children who have finished both stages can be making

the nests and leaves.
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Activity
To make the eggs finger flick the paint off the brushes
onto the paper, use 2 or 3 different coloured
paints. When finished, turn the paper over and
blot it dry.
Draw around the egg templates and cut out the
eggs.
For the branch, place one hand at the end of the longest
side of the brown paper and draw around, then
draw 2 lines roughly from the wrist end of the
hand down to the other end of the paper. Cut
Oult.
Stick the branch onto the paper. Use a brown pen
to scribble bark texture onto the branch and cut
out some leaves for the ends of the fingers.
Stick the eggs onto the branch. Squeeze glue

generously around the eggs and cover with
broken bits of spaghetti. Build up layers by squeezing on
more glue and embedding the spaghetti in.

The pictures can be mounted individually or displayed as
lots of branches coming from one larger tree.
