a circle of card and a
circle of yellow felt, cut out.
Take the small square of white paper and draw around the coin to
make a circle in the middle. Fill the space around with a frilly edge,
as in the picture.
Do the same with the larger square but this time make a finger
pattern around the circle. Cut out the petals. Use the end of
the paintbrush and carefully curl some of the petals to give
the 3d effect.
Make the flower by gluing the card circle then putting the
larger circle of petals onto it (make sure the pencil lines
are turned over so they can’t be seen). Glue the circle
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drawn on the smaller petals and then stick that on top of the larger
petals. Glue the felt circle into the middle. Draw leaf shapes onto
the green paper, leaving a stalk at the end of each. Cut them out.
On the reverse side draw some veins.
Glue the stalk on the same side as the veins and wrap each
one around the wire, pinch them on tight.
Take a piece of sellotape and stick the top of the wire onto the
back of the flower.

Poppy
Use the coin again to make circles out of card and one
out of black felt or paper. The petals are roughly the

same shape as the bowl of a spoon. Draw 5 of them, all

the same size. Draw black lines at the base of each petal.

Stick the petals onto the circle of card, overlapping each other, then
stick the felt or paper into the centre, Attach the wire and leaves as
before.

Spiky Flower
Use a paper strip, make a fold line then cut a fringe
on the paper.

Glue the strip below the fold line, then roll the paper round

the end of a thin paintbrush. Push the cut parts outwards to make
the flower head fuller. Glue the wire and push it up into the bottom
of the flower pinching the paper around it.

Grass

Cut thin strips of green paper, cut a point at one end and wrap
around the paintbrush, then unwrap to give a curly shape. The
flowers can be put in a vase or the stalks pushed into plasticine or
clay.
