Mother's Day Window Card

stripes or small patterns onto the front of the card.

Activity

Use the glue stick to attach the wallpaper (wrapping
paper), if using. While children are cutting out their table,
mini card and vase or drawing the flowers and picture to
hang on the wall, use the craft knife to cut a window in the
card.
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To draw the flowers, use the pens to draw 3 simple
flowers and then fill in between them with green and cut
out. Cut the scrap of card into a rectangle. Use a ruler to
draw a border around it. Draw a picture.

To make the curtains: roughly cut 3 rectangles of fabric.
Two of them should be a little longer than the sides of the
window and the third should be a little longer than the top
of the window. Use pva and glue across the top of the
curtains, then fold the fabric as though making a fan. Put
them under something heavy to dry and assemble the
table, vase, flowers, mini card and picture on the wall. Cut
out magazine pictures that are a little larger than the
window. Close the card and mark small dots in the corner
of the window. Open the card and use the dots to line up
the magazine paper with the window frame.

Finish by sticking the curtains around the window.
