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drawn on the smaller petals and then stick that on top of the 
larger petals. Glue the felt circle into the middle. Draw leaf shapes 
onto the green paper, leaving a stalk at the end of each. Cut them 

out. On the reverse side draw some veins. 
Glue the stalk on the same side as side as the veins and 
wrap each one around the wire, pinch them on tight.  

Take a piece of sellotape and stick the top of the wire 
onto the back of the flower. 
Make other flowers in the same way.  
To make a bunch take a small piece of wire and wrap it 
around the base of all 3 stems.
