Valentine Card — Paper Weaving

Age: 8-11 Group size: 25
Duration: 30 mins

Preparation time: mins

Resources
25xA5 card, pink or red
25 pieces of pink sugar
paper 12cms x 16cms
Strips of pink and red ribbon,
cellophane, metallic paper
etc
Gold crayons
Pinking shears or ordinary

Scissors _
Glue sticks Preparation

Each child will need a piece of
A5 card and a small handful
of strips, scissors, a glue stick
and half a heart template. Each group of 4 should have a gold
crayon and gold pen.
Technique
Fold the card in half and also the sugar paper.
Place the heart shape on the folded sugar paper
with the straight edge along the centre fold.
Draw around and cut out.

Half a heart template
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Keep the paper heart closed. Starting from the fold, cut
the weaving slits, taking care to leave at least half a
centimetre border.
Begin to weave the strips alternating with starting on top

of the shape and below the shape to get the pattern. As
some of the slits are narrower than others, a little cheating is
required. Where a slit is full it will be necessary to
begin weaving higher up and sometimes from the
same side as the previous strip, to keep the weaving
pattern. Keep gently pushing the strips together so
that there are no gaps.
When there is no more space, begin to glue down
the ends. Again a little cheating is required. Where a strip
had no more room to be woven and is hanging over the

end of the shape, cut it off at the slit below so it looks
as if it has been woven in. Do this at the top and
bottom. On the reverse side it won’t matter about
the weave pattern so glue the ends down as
normal.
Trim around the edge to get rid of the loose ends.

Use a gold crayon and rub it around the edge of the heart. Stick
the heart onto the front of the card bending it so that it has a slight
3d effect. Use the gold pen to write the word Valentine on the top
and decorate with smaller gold hearts.
