Block printing

Age: 3-6 Group size: 4
Duration: 15 mins

Preparation time: 20 mins

Resources
Polystyrene pizza bases
Printing inks
Paper
Newspapers
Rollers
Shallow trays Preparation
Cut the pizza bases into
geometric shapes.
Prepare the printing table. Cover the table with lots of
newspapers. Tear some of the paper into pages to protect
the clean roller when printing. Squeeze ink about the size
of a large pea into the trays, blue in one and blue and
yellow in the other. For the picture shown 2 square tiles
and 2 round tiles were used with blue and yellow ink.
Activity
=\ Roll the ink over the dimpled surface of the polystyrene
tile. Position the inked surface on the backing paper.
Take a piece of newspaper and use it with a clean
roller to press the tile onto the backing paper. Peel the tile
off carefully. Make 2 blue and 2 green square prints.
Print the circles on top of the squares and leave to

dry.
