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some simple veins and cut the shape out. Glue the back 
and position onto backing paper. 
Use the circle template to make 5 blue and 
yellow circles. If the children turn them 
over they will get a different surface 
pattern.  
Glue the head onto the backing paper 
but next to the leaf, then stick the other 
circles on in a wiggly repeating pattern. 

Use   sponge scraps to stick patterns on 
the caterpillar’s body. Draw a face on 
using a thin felt tip pen.
