
Origami boat card 
Age:7+   Group size: 20   
 Duration: 20 mins  
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Preparation 
Each child will need one 
piece of card, one large 
square of paper, a strip of 
blue paper and 2 white 
paper squares. Each 
group needs a few felt 
pens, white chalk, 
scissors and glue. The 

boat is a little tricky to make so you might want to split 
your group in half, so that half make the background while 
the others make their boat. 
Activity 
The card: cut curvy shapes at the top of the blue strip. Use 
chalk to make wave crests. Glue the bottom of the blue 
strip not the top and stick it to the bottom of the card. Cut 
out 2 cloud shapes and draw on the sun.

Resources 

·  Square paper 10cms 
·   Light blue card 20cms x 

11cms folded in half 
·  White paper 4cms 

square 
·  Felt pens 
·  White chalk (pastel) 
·  Blue paper 10cms 

x5cms 
·  Glue 
·  Scissors 
·  Cloud shape 
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The boat: Turn the paper so that it looks like a 
diamond and then fold from top to bottom and left to 
right. Unfold.  

Fold the top point down to the middle. 
Fold the point back up, making the crease about 
2 cms from the top edge.  
Take the point and fold it back down to be level with 
the top edge.  
Take the left hand point and fold the shape in half.  

The next bit is tricky. Make a backward fold that points 
down towards the left and that is less than halfway up 
the shape. 

 
 
 
 

Draw on windows. Stick the boat onto the picture tucking it 
just under the waves.
