
Origami bananas 
Age: 6-9  Group size:  10  
 Duration: 15 mins  
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Activity 
 
Position the paper so it is like a diamond then fold it 
in half from top to bottom, making a triangle.  

 
Take the top layer of the triangle and fold it 
upwards so that the point is above the top of 

the large triangle.  Fold the point behind. 
Turn the shape over. Rotate the shape so that 
the  pointy bit that was folded over is on the right. 
 

 There are 3 layers to the shape. Fold the top 2 layers 
down so that the point is longer than the main shape.  
 

 Take the left hand corner on the top banana and fold 
it behind. The bananas are ready to colour. Glue 
down any bits that are sticking up.
