
Origami ice-cream 
Age: 8-11  Group size: 20   
 Duration: 20 mins  
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These are tricky for younger children to make, but Early 
Years staff might like to make some for the children to 
decorate and then sell in the role play area. 
Activity 

Start with the paper in a diamond shape. Fold it 
in half from right to left then open again. 
 
Take the left corner and fold it onto the 

centre line, do the same with the right corner. 

 
Take the tops of the 2 triangles you just made and 
fold them down about half their length, to make 
another 2 triangles.  

Take the bits of the 2 new triangles that 
are sticking out over the rest of the shape and 
fold them behind. 

Preparation time: 5 mins 
Resources 

·  Square paper -15cms 
·  Colouring equipment  
·  Glue sticks 
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Turn the ice-cream over and fold the right and left 
hand corners into the centre. 
 
 

 
The next part is the tricky bit. You need to make 2 
“step folds” for the layers of ice cream. Take the top 

point and fold it backwards, then fold it forwards again 
about a centimetre from the top. Open it out again and 
do the same thing further down, then refold the top one. 
  
 

 
The ice-cream is now finished. The back should 
look like the picture on the left and the front like 
the picture on the right. Glue down the flaps and 
colour.
