Make the fins and tail in the same way, 
folding the paper and cutting through both 
layers. Attach the fins and tail by cutting slits in 

them and sitting them into the top and bottom layers of the 
fish. The top fins are made of one colour and 
there is only one. The bottom fins are 2 colours 

and there are 2 of them. The tail is a double layer just like 
the body. Attach the tail with a little glue. To prevent 
the fish from flopping flat, take the paper strip and 

fold over both ends. Glue the strip to the inner 
layers under the belly of the fish.
