Pencil Pals 
Age: 6-11  Group size: 5-20   
 Duration: 25 mins  
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Or shape a loose coil into ear shapes. Make a fringe out of 
a longer strip and bend the ends to make spikey hair. 
Leave the head to one side so that all the bits can 
dry. 
 
 
Next make the pencil topper. Roll about 6 thick strips into 
a coil as for the head 
Push the pencil or pen that the pencil pal will sit on, into 

the centre of the coil gently. Keep pushing until the 
coil sits comfortably on the pencil without falling off. 
The layers of the coil will stretch to make a cone like 

shape. Push the top down a little so that there is a flat 
surface for the head to sit on. Brush the outside or inside 
of the pencil topper with glue so that the coil doesn’t 
squash up or fall apart. When both parts are finished, glue 
the head onto the pencil topper. A glue gun will make the 
pencil pal sturdier.
