
Spell Book 
Age: 6-8   Group size: 8   
 Duration: 35 mins  
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Preparation 
Each book needs 5 pieces 
of white paper folded in 
half. This fills the book to 
make it look like a 
massive volume but less 
paper can be used. For 
one book you also need 
one of each of the 
cardboard (I used 
corrugated card from old 
boxes), yellow card and 
gold paper. For younger 

children you may want to draw lines on the cardboard to 
show where to fold to make the front, back and spine. 
 
 

Preparation time: 40 mins 
Resources 

·  Cardboard 20cms 
x10cms 

·  Brown paper 22cms x 
12cms and 9cms x 8cms 

·  Gold paper (chocolate 
wrapper) 8cms x6cms 

·  Yellow card 6cms x 
4cms 

·  A4 white paper cut into 
18cms x10 cms pages 

·  Wet tea bags 
·  Glue  
·  Scissors 
·  Felt tip pens 
·  Stapler 
·  Rulers  
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Activity 
Age the pages by rubbing the tea bags over them and put 
to one side to dry. Don’t worry if they stick together or get 
wrinkled, they are supposed to look old. 

Draw lines on the cardboard along the longest 
side from top to bottom at 9cms, 11cms and 13 
cms. Fold along the lines to create the basic 
book shape. Glue the back of the book all over 

and lay it on the brown paper. Lay it in sections so 
that the back cover is pressed down, then the 
spine and finally the front cover. This stops the 
paper from stretching and tearing when dry. Fold 
the paper over, cutting off any that overlaps itself at the 

corners. Stick the 2 smaller pieces of paper over the 
bare cardboard on the front and back covers. 
Fold the pages in half and lay them all one on top of 

the other, staple them in the middle. Stick the first and last 
pages of the book to the covers. Stick the gold on the 
front, then the yellow card and write a title for the book. 
Use pens to draw cracks, spider web etc on the 
cover. Fill the pages with spells using pictures 
and words.
