
Spray Painted Sheep Picture 
Age:7-9    Group size:  5 
 Duration:  35mins 
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For basic technique see 
spray painting technique 
for KS1 

Preparation 
Each child will need 2 pieces of cartridge paper and access to 
scrap paper, scissors and glue 

Technique for sheep picture 
In the example shown 2 pieces of paper were used. 
One piece was cut in 2 using wavy lines to create 

the skyline. The 2 shapes were used to blank off 
one part of the paper at a time to creating 2 different 
colours.  This gave a green hill with the sky above. A 
sheep shape and sun were cut out of paper. The legs of the 
sheep were drawn on with a marker pen.

·  Spray bottles containing green 
and blue diluted paint 
·  Blu tack 
·  Yellow and white scrap paper 
·  Thick black pen 
·  glue
