Witch

Age: 8-11 Group size: 15

Template for body
Circle (size of a 2p coin)
Black paper 7cms square
Black paper strips 1.5 x
30cms
Off white paper strips 1.5 x
30cms
Black card 15cms square
& 5cms x 4cms
Pva glue
Glue stick
Glue gun (optional)
Brown wool 4cms strands
Black and red pens
Clothes pegs
pencil

Preparation
For one witch
you will need
10 of each
colour of the
paper strips,
2 card -
rectangles, a [ &
square of ’
black paper
and a
square of card,

plus some wool. Make a
template for the body using a
saucer (14cms diameter).
Draw around the saucer, and
then cut out a quarter
section. Cut a circular
shape around the

centre. This will provide a
surface to stick the head to.
Activity

Cut out a body template from

the black card. Glue a quarter of the body shape and overlap the
edges to make a cone with a base measuring about 8cms
diameter. Use the pegs to keep the shape while the glue is drying.
Glue one long edge of each of the smaller card rectangles and
make 2 tubes 5cms long. Stick the tubes to the sides of the body
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to make the arms. TIP: if you pour pva glue into shallow trays and
leave for 24 hours it becomes tacky, avoids over use and dries
quicker.
The head and the hat are made by rolling strips of paper. The 10
strips need to be glued end to end to make one very long strip or
can be cut from longer paper.
The roll can be tricky to start so adult assistance may be
necessary. The centre of the roll should be as small as possible.
Once the roll has been started it is easy to continue by holding it
at the top and bottom between forefinger and thumb and using
the other hand to feed the strip through. Use the glue stick to
fix the end of the last strip to the outside of the roll. For the
head, use the tip of a pencil to push the centre of the roll so
that a thin tube comes out to make the nose. Be careful, the
D roll could fall apart if pushed too far. Use pens to draw on eyes
and mouth.

Do the same thing for the hat but use the finger to push at the
centre so that a larger tube comes out. Carefully pull the coils
upward to make a point and then bend the hat. A thin coating of
glue on the inside or outside of the hat will keep the paper coils in

place. Make the brim; draw around the small circle template
in the middle of the 7cms square of black paper. Fold it in
half and cut out the circle shape. Draw a rough circle
around the cut out circle to make the brim. Cut out and glue
to the hat.
Glue the wool strands to the sides and back of the head,
D then glue the hat on the head. D

Use the glue gun or pva to stick the head to the body.
