Wool Winding

Age: 7-11 Group size: 10
Duration: 50 mins

Preparation time: 30-40

mins

Resources

- scraps or balls of wool

- double sided tape

- rectangular or square
shaped card

This can be a little tricky to
master but gives a lovely
effect.

Preparation

Each child will need a piece of card. In the examples
above the card measured 13cms x 9cms. Thicker
card is better because thin card can bend under
tension and then the wool won'’t stick. Depending

4 on the age of the children they may be able to
prepare the card themselves. Two pieces of double
sided sticky tape need to be suck to one side of the
card with the ends overlapping slightly. Fold the
ends over to what will be the back. The cards can
be made beforehand and stored until needed.
Cut lengths of wool about 50 cms. Thicker wool is
easier to wind. Try the technique out and then
model it for the children.
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Technique
It is a good idea to decide whether a picture is to be
produced (as in the finished examples), or a pattern. Look
through the colours and choose some threads. When
ready to begin, peel the backing paper off the
strips on the back of the card and pull down
far enough to leave about 4cms of sticky
tape uncovered. Stick the end of the first
thread to the tape on the back of the card and
wind round and round, taking care to keep the
threads close together. Peel away the backing paper as
needed.
When finishing a thread always finish on the back.
The new thread can be held in place next to the
old thread and secured as the wool is wound
around. Continue until the card is full. Pictures,
shapes etc can now be stuck on to finish the picture.
Mount the picture tucking in any stray thread behind.
