The weaving is a
symbol of the love God has for
people, and is seen as being lucky.

Preparation
As children get the knack of how to weave, more children
may join the group.

Each child needs 2 straws, twigs or lollipop sticks.
Activity

Find the middle of one of the sticks and tie a piece

of yellow wool to it. Cut the short end off the knot.

With the knot at the back, put the other stick across
the first one. Weave an x across the middle, where
the straws meet. When you have a nice chunky
middle, start to weave. Take the length of

wool and go under, then wrap around the top
of each of the arms of the cross in turn. You can
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go clockwise or anti clockwise as you like. As the weaving
builds, there will be loops at the top on the sticks, and
diagonal lines formed underneath, where the wool is taken
from one branch of the cross to the next.
When a colour runs out, carefully tuck it into a layer at the
back. Take the new thread and do the same thing to
secure it.
When weaving, keep the tension tight. When the Ojo
de Dios is finished, tuck in the last thread. If using
pipe cleaners, bend the ends back over the
weaving. If using straws, feathers can be stuck into
the ends for extra decoration.
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
