Paper plate weaving

Age:5-8 Group size: 5-20
Duration: 15 mins

Preparation time: 90 mins

Resources

- Pack of paper plates

- Wool

- Strips of fabric, wool, paper

etc for weaving

Preparation
Each child will need a paper plate with the warp

wool attached. Draw straight lines on the plate.
Where the lines meet the edge of the plate cut
small notches. Tape the end of the wool to the back
of the plate and wind it up and down through the
notches. Cut off and secure the end. The
plate is ready to be woven.

Activity
Show the children how to weave going under

and over, always starting each new row by
starting the opposite way to the previous one.
If the first row was begun by weaving under the first
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thread then the second one should start over the
first thread. Continue to build up the layers,
keeping them close together. When the plate is
full, cut off the loose ends
following the shape of the plate. Older
children may be able to do this themselves.
