Paper weaving KS1

Age: 6-7 Group size: 20 per adult
Duration: 30mins

Preparation time: 40 mins

Resources

Paper weaving frames at least 1 per
child approx. 30cm square — see prep.
Coloured paper strips, longer than the
width of the weaving frame.

Glue

Scissors

Preparation

Cut plain coloured paper into rectangles or squares —
sugar paper is best. Fold each sheet in half and
make cuts in the crease, taking care to leave a
margin at the sides and ends.

Cut coloured strips of paper about 3cm wide and

longer than the width of the opened out frame. For younger or
less able children cut the strips wider and cut less slits in the
weaving frames.
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The technique is to weave a strip of paper in and out
of the slits in the weaving frame. Start by laying
a strip underneath the frame and
then bring it up through the first slit
and then underneath again through
the next slit. With the next strip of paper start on
top of the frame and weave down through the first slit
then up through the next. Show the children that they will have a
pattern of under and over, if they make a mistake the paper strips
will slide under each other but if they are weaving correctly the
strips will hold each other in place. As each strip is woven into the
frame, gently push the strips as close together as you can to get
the right effect.

When there is no room to weave anymore strips,
tighten them one last time. Lay the weaving down
flat and carefully glue the uppermost strips onto the

border of the frame. Do this at the top and the
bottom, then turn over and repeat for the other side.
When the glue is dry, use a pair of scissors to carefully trim off the
overhanging ends.
