
Paper weaving KS2 
Age: 7-11   
 Group size:  20 per adult 
 Duration:  30mins  
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The technique is explained in Paper Weaving 
KS1 . 
For older children the slits can be cut into 
patterns. Children can be given the 

frame, shown how to make the cuts and 
then allowed to experiment with their own cutting 

patterns. Using lengths of ribbon, wool, a range of different 
width strips, string etc. can all give different 
effects. Carefully cutting around the border of 
the finished piece adds variety. Use different 
symmetrical shapes such as circles and 
squares. Think about repeating patterns. 

Preparation time: 40 mins 

Resources 

·  Paper weaving frames at least 1 per child 
approx. 30cm square – see prep. 

·  Coloured paper strips, longer than the 
width of the weaving frame. 

·  Glue 
·  Scissors 
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Mount on a background of the template or use a contrasting 
shape. Small and intricate patterns can be achieved which 
could be used to make greetings cards to use as a cover for 
a book. 
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
