
Weaving on a tin 
Age:11+    Group size: 15  
 Duration: 45 mins  
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Preparation 
Ring pull cans leave a 
safer edge but use the 
newspaper to cover 
the inside rim of each 

tin. Double the strip of 
newspaper and hang it 
over the rim. The warp 

threads will hold it firmly in 
place. Cut wool into lengths of 
14 cms for the warp threads 
and 30cms for the weft threads. 
Each tin needs 15 warp 

threads. 
Activity 
First attach the warp threads to the tin. Tape one end 
to the bottom of the tin and tape the other end inside 
the rim of the tin. The threads should be about 2cms 
apart. 
Start weaving at the bottom of the tin. Start with the weft 

thread under a warp thread, then weave over and 
under, round and round the tin until the thread runs 
out. Finish the weft thread under a warp thread, 

then start the new thread under the same warp 

Preparation time: 20 
mins 
Resources 

·  Clean tins, type with a 
ring pull lid 

·  Wool 
·  Fabric or ribbon 
·  Newspaper 
·  Strong tape 
·  scissors 
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thread and continue to weave. Push the layers close 
together to hide the tin underneath. Stop weaving 
when the newspaper is reached. 
Take the fabric and cut it into strips about 4cms long. Glue 
these over the rim to hide the newspaper and the ends of 
the warp threads. 
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
