Comic Store Box

Age: 9-11 Group size: 20

Duration: 25 mins

Preparation time: 10 mins

Resources
Coloured paper
Cereal boxes
Scissors
Rulers
Pens
Glue
Rectangles 29cms x6
cms and 9cms x 6ecms

Preparation

Each child needs

a cereal box,

ruler, pen,

scissors glue

and paper.

Activity

Measure a 9cms vertical
line from the bottom left
corner of the box. Use the
ruler to draw a diagonal
line from the top

corner of the box to

the top of the line. Turn the box over and repeat on
the other side. Cut down the 2 lines to give the

shape of the storage box.

Use the box as a template and place it on the paper. The

paper could be recycled gift wrap, paper that has

been printed or marbled or plain paper.

Draw around both of the wide sides leaving a
border of about 2 cms. Cut out both pieces of
paper. Glue one wide side of the box, then lay it

down on the paper. Where there is an interior fold, push
the paper into the box then pull it out and make a cut
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along the line that has been formed, then glue the excess
paper and fold in. For the outer corners, make a mitred
edge as shown in the pictures below.

Cut out 2 pieces of the same paper or contrasting
paper for the narrow sides of the box. The front
piece needs to measure 9 cms x 6cms and the
back piece 29 cms x 6cms. Glue them on.

Use pens to label the box. Decorate further with

pictures of favourite comic characters.
