
Pompom Football Fan 
Age: 9-11   Group size:  8 
 Duration: 90 mins 
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Preparation 
Prior to the activity, find out 
which football teams the 
children support and collect 
wool in those colours. Keep 

the main body one colour, any stripes can be stuck on later.  
Each child needs circular cardboard frames. Cut circles out of 
card then cut a smaller circle in the centre, the inside of which 
should be about 5.5 cms diameter. This will be the body of the 

pompom fan. For one body you need 2 of these 
hollow circles. The head is made of 2 smaller circles, 
the inside measuring 2 cms. Cut lengths of about half a 

metre off the balls of wool. 
Technique 
Sandwich the 2 larger circles together. Carefully wind the wool 

around the circles, keeping the threads close together. 
When one thread comes to an end, hold it in place, then 
put the end of the new thread over it, wrap the wool 
around and over the 2 ends to secure them then carry on 

winding as before. 

Preparation time: 40 mins 
Resources 

·  �Balls of wool 
·  Cardboard 
·  Sharp scissors 
·  Coloured card 
·  Glue gun 
·  Plastic bottle top 
·  Coloured felt 
·  Pipe cleaners 
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Continue to wind until the centre is nearly full. An adult 
needs to use sharp scissors to complete the pompom. Cut 

the wool where the 2 circles join. Cut all around in between 
the 2 pieces of card. Tie a long piece of wool around the 

centre, making it tight, knot it. Tear off the 
cardboard circles and fluff up the pompom. 
Make the head in the same way. Tie the 
pieces of wool that are around the head 

and body to each other. 
 
Cut 2 lengths of pipe cleaner for the arms. Draw around oval 
shapes and hand shapes on card. Cover the hands with 

white felt and the feet with black felt. Glue the hands onto the 

ends of the arms. Use the glue gun to attach the arms and 
feet to the body. 

 
For the cap, cover the bottle top with felt, cut a card brim. Glue 
the brim to the cap then glue the cap onto the head. Use felt 
scraps for the mouth and eyes. Draw any badges or emblems and 
glue on to make the football shirt.
