This 
activity can be 

divided into 2 separate sessions, 
with the chest being made first and 
then the treasure to go in it. 
Preparation 
Print off enough templates for 
one per child. Each child will 
need to glue the template onto 
the card and cut out all the 
pieces. 
Cut the kitchen roll middles 
into 7cms lengths, then cut 
in half to make the rounded 
lid. For each chest you will 
also need 2 magnets, and 2 
strips of paper to act as 
hinges. 

Activity 
Chest 
Glue the template onto the card and cut out the shape of the 
box. Cut off the shaded triangles – they are not needed.  
If you are using card from an old box, turn the coloured side

For the treasure 
·  Newspaper 
·  Sequins 
·  Gold chocolate wrappers 
·  Silver foil 
·  Gold and silver glitter 
·  Yellow paint 
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inwards. Use a ruler to make good folds in the card. Assemble the 
box by gluing the triangle corners with a glue gun, keeping the 
triangles inside the box shape. 
Paint or colour the box and leave to one side. 
Take the kitchen roll middle and the templates for the end of the 
lid. Fold the tabs over. Use the glue gun on the tabs and glue 

both shapes to each end of the lid. Paint the lid.  An edge of 
card run along the paint can give the box a wood effect. 
Colour the iron bars and hasp black. Fold the irons in half. 

Glue them at the top and bottom of each corner. Stick a 
magnet to the front of the chest, and one on the end of 
the hasp. Cut 2 pieces of paper and glue them to the 
back of the chest and lid.  Glue the hasp to the edge of 
the box lid. 
 
Treasure 
Scrunch up newspaper and put it into the chest. Paint it yellow. 
Squeeze a good amount of glue over the top and add glitter and 
sequins. Cover scraps of card with gold paper to make gold bars. 
Shape foil into shields and bracelets.  
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
